
Amateur Football Combination Report – Saturday 12th December 
 
In the Premier, Old Parmiterians shared a 3-3 draw with Clapham Old Xaverians, 
Warren Cobourn heading home a Mark O’Donohue free kick for Parms, only for 
Joseph Williams to peg them back. Either side of half-time, Michael O’Donohue 
converted a penalty and Lewis Jones beat three men to fire home and give Parms a 3-
1 lead. With five minutes to go, the points looked safe, but Clapham pegged them 
back through a Spencer McGuire penalty, and in the final minute, a further penalty for 
handball saw McGuire fire home his second to steal a share of the points.  
 
In Senior One, Salvatorians opened quickly against Sinjuns Grammarians, Cahill 
Murphy firing home from a corner, only to be pegged back by Phil Hadler. Into the 
second half, and Salvos retook the lead through Anthony Bevan, and made it three 
through Graham Chick. Sinjuns fought back to 3-2 through Scott Dance, but Salvos 
held on for the points. 
 
In the AFA Senior Cup, Ignatians beat Weirside Rangers 4-0. Steve Gallagher and 
Rory Brien gave them a 2-0 half-time lead, and they sealed it after the break with 
Brien adding his second and his brother Brendan making it four.
